By providing a daily meal in a place of education, 
Mary’s Meals brings chronically hungry children 
to the classroom where they can gain a basic 
education that offers an escape route from poverty.

More than 2 million children receive Mary’s 
Meals every school day, across four continents. 
However, with over 58 million primary school-age 
children missing school because of poverty and 
many more still too hungry to learn, our work is 
just beginning.

We keep our running costs low to ensure that 
at least 93 cents of every $1 is spent on our 
charitable activities.

Mary’s Meals is named after Mary, Mother of 
Jesus. We consist of and reach out to people of 
all faiths, and none.
